The Word id never a 
predicate of man.  It remains 
God’s WORD. Hebrews 11:3 
By faith we understand that 
the world was created by the 
word of God, so that what is 

seen was made out of things which do not appear.

That word is the meditated on shaped by the 
user.  Finally, it is proclaimed Hebrews 4:12 The word of God is 
living and active, sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing to the 
division of soul and spirit, of joints and marrow, and discerning the 
thoughts and intentions of the heart.
